Title: Rapid Intervention Team (or R.I.T.)  S.O.G.
Purpose: The purpose of a Rapid Intervention Team (RIT) is to provide immediate rescue for crews operating in an IDLH atmosphere or other hazardous environment.  The Incident Commander is responsible for establishing the RIT team.  The RIT team shall stay as a team in a state of readiness until such time as the IC releases them from their assignment(s).
Scope:  To ensure immediate deployment of rescue efforts for any firefighter in a MAYDAY situation.  (See MAYDAY S.O.G)
Guideline:  The RIT team shall consist of one Officer or Senior Firefighter, and at least one firefighter.  The Officer is responsible for deploying the RIT tarp and stocking it with necessary equipment.  The RIT team should preplan rescue access routes, and may deploy egress ladders and/or perform other tasks to improve firefighter safety.   The RIT team shall not be used to relieve crews performing routine fire ground operations unless a replacement RIT team is first established.  RIT equipment shall remain with the RIT team until they have been released by IC.   The tools and water supply needed by the RIT team are dependent on location, conditions, extent and involvement of the incident.  The RIT officer will constantly evaluate conditions and monitor all radio communications within the IDLH atmosphere or hazardous environment and maintain two way communications with Command at all times.
The RIT team will operate under the MAYDAY S.O.G.
